WHEREAS the current Provincial Government is investing in this province’s future by investing
in the nutrition of our kids; and

WHEREAS the Provincial Government has adopted a universal nutrition program so that no child
will go to school hungry; and

WHEREAS the Provincial Government, starting in the next school year, is expanding food
programs in all school divisions so that there will be food available in every school for every kid who needs
it.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial
Government to keep investing in the province’s future by strengthening education, feeding kids, and making
life more affordable for families in Manitoba.
